PARSEL (Popularity and Relevance of Science Education for scientific Literacy)


Statement specifying intentions from Lisbon University team

The Portuguese team members (Cecília Galvão, coordinator, and Pedro Reis) have the intention to participate in PARSEL Project through the implementation of the following activities and criteria:

(i) To collect and translate into English six teaching-learning modules to be discussed by the PARSEL group;

(ii) To respect the preferences suggested for modules’ selection and classification;

(iii) To participate in the evaluation and selection of the different materials presented by all team members;

(iv) Seek review of the modules and their fit to the criteria and PARSEL model from the partners.

(v) As workpackage leader, to formulate parameters for the translation and testing of the exemplar modules as part of the dissemination process in the local situation;

(vi) To translate a collection of modules for Portuguese language;

(vii) To load the translated Portuguese versions of the modules to the Portuguese PARSEL website version;

(viii) To disseminate PARSEL’s modules in Portuguese schools and other educational contexts;

(ix) To implement and test the selected modules in Portuguese schools;

(x) As workpackage leader, to interlink with the project network partners on the progress and development of the dissemination process;

(xi) To discuss the implementation results with PARSEL team;

(xii) To involve science teachers, introduced to PARSEL ideas, in trying out materials;

(xiii) To try out materials in Portuguese schools, during 2008;

(xiv) To disseminate PARSEL’s products through the publication of the outcome results on the project website and through other dissemination channels, namely science teachers’ seminars;

(xv) To participate in research papers’ writing and presentation;

(xvi) In coordination with all partners, disseminate highly evaluated  PARSEL’s materials throughout Europe;

(xvii) To use the financial resources accordingly with the established guidelines for our team involvement;

(xviii) To respect the following aspects:

· The need for an agreement among partners on procedures and progress, especially with respect to the undertaking of publications by some or all of the partners relevant to intellectual property within PARSEL;

· The need for an external quality assurance group.
